We are accepting a limited number of vendors in each
category to keep competition relatively low. We suggest
applying earlier rather than later to insure your spot.

If Chosen, Pay Your Invoice

We'll be letting vendors know if they’'ve been accepted on a
rolling basis. If you've been accepted, we will send you an
online invoice for your vendor fee. Please pay your vendor fee
within 14 days to secure your spot. If your fee is not paid after
14 days, you risk forfeiting your spot.

As the festival approaches, we'll be sending vendor information
packets to all who have confirmed their spot. This will include
important information on your exact booth location, where to
park, and other details.
